We offer a safe space for you to talk about your
concerns and work with you collaboratively to find the best course of action. Our Advisors
will be honest and transparent with you about possible outcomes and what may not be
feasible.

We treat each student as an individual and listen to your concerns carefully so that we can
offer you the most appropriate advice. We specialise in offering academic and housing
advice, however, we’re happy to listen to anything you're worried about and may refer you
onto another appropriate service which may be more helpful with the specific issue you’re
facing.

If you can’t attend an appointment, please email us on advice@su.rhul.ac.uk to cancel, so
that we can offer the appointment to another student.

After your appointment, within 48-hours, we will email you to summarise what we discussed
during the appointment and the agreed action plan. We will send you a follow-up email two
weeks later to see how you’re getting on. If we don’t hear back from you we won’t attempt to
contact you again.
